Each segment has a design 

that corresponds to a past pocket 

flap, with only a few minor altera-

tions to make the patch more 

aesthetically pleasing.

Depicting the chief 

and his fellow tribesmen standing 

around the council fire, this patch 

is quite ornate and beautiful.
